Casa do Menor Sao Miguel Arcanjo has been a safe and nurturing environment for children
since Mark Hughes helped found the orphanage in 1998. The children live in family-style
homes with loving adults, called social mothers. They receive education, sports and
vocational training and, with the help of HFF, obtain good daily nutrition.

The children and teenagers are encouraged to play an active role in the Casa do Menor's
new garden. They are learning about healthy nutrition, and working in the garden gives
them a sense of responsibility and pride, in addition to delicious and healthy food.

Success story: H.5.M. was welcomed into the Casa do Menor Sao Miguel Arcanjo family

in August 2012, after being found in a handful of trash. Sick, neglected and malnourished,
H.S5.M. was regularly hospitalized during the beginning of her stay. But with a healthy and
balanced diet, a home and loving care from the social mothers, she rapidly caught up with
the other children in the home. Today H.S.M. is well-fed, healthy and in the process of being
adopted by a married couple.

Casa de Esperanza de los Ninos serves children in need by providing food and lodging. The
children are placed in homes with live-in staff members, who are dedicated to giving special

care and attention to their individual dietary needs.

With the help of HFF, Casa de Esperanza has improved staffing through extensive training,
reassignment of duties and increasing the number of staff. These improvements help

accommodate more children and give them better care.

Success story: Oliver was born underweight and developmentally delayed. When he was
released from the hospital as an infant, he was in the 15th percentile for height and weight.
After two months at Casa de Esperanza, Oliver received the care he needed to become
developmentally on target, and his height and weight increased. Despite his rough beginning,

HFF was able to help give Oliver a promising start to the rest of his life.

Nominations are received from around
the world and are evaluated based on the nominee’s philanthropic activity, community leadership,
volunteerism and advocacy.

HFF Humanitarian Award

The 2014 Humanitarian Award was given to Shih-Hao Chan (Derek] & Chiao-Yen Chang (Joanne), 20k
President’s Team members who have dedicated their lives to helping others. Derek was raised in foster
care and moved to over 60 houses during his childhood. He found success with his Herbalife business,
and through hard work and commitment he advanced to 20k President’s Team.

Joanne’s early life was much different than Derek’s; she was an only child born into a wealthy family.
She started using Herbalife® products to support her healthy, active life and became an Independent
Herbalife Member.

The two met and started a happy, healthy and successful family together. The couple strives to give back
to those in challenging circumstances — especially children. Derek and Joanne believe that the more you
give, the more you gain and lead their organization by example. They chose to award their $10k prize to
the Shanline Elementary School, a Casa Herbalife Program in Taiwan.

China HFF Humanitarian Award

Du Dianyou came from a community of 800 in the mountains of the Yimeng region of China. Although his
family was not well-off, they managed to send him to college. After eight years of working many jobs, he
found that success and satisfaction eluded him. Then he started his Herbalife business and found both.

Dianyou believes that philanthropy is a responsibility and “a habit.” Since 2007, he has donated over
1,000,000 RMB. He regularly refocuses his attention to the educational needs of those who have a similar
background. Hundreds of children have been able to complete their education with donations he has
provided. In his former hometown, he helped the community by donating the money to build two roads
and improve the school. In addition, he helped several deaf children obtain expensive cochlear implants,
